	CALL TO ORDER

PRESENT
	Chairman Tom Richardson called the meeting of the IGWA CEC to order at 9:47 a.m. on Friday, August 21, 2009 at the Kopper Kitchen in Boise.  Those present included Tom Richardson, Gary Duspiva, David Baker, Guy Weech, Tom Neace and Roger Batt.  Absent and excused was Alan Lloyd.

	2/11/09 MINUTES APPROVED
	The minutes from February 11, 2009 had been mailed to the Committee.  David Baker moved to approve the minutes as printed and mailed.  Seconded.  Passed.



	REVISION 8 OF CEC GUIDELINES DISCUSSED
	The Committee discussed the Revision 8 CEC Guidelines (most current draft from April 2, 2008).  The IGWA CEC report sent to IDWR was distributed.  The report was recently approved by the IDWR for the 2008-2009 CEC year.



	GUIDELINES ADDITION APPROVED
	Guy Weech moved to add the following to the CEC Guidelines under Group I (L):  Vertical Ground Source Heat Loops.  Seconded.  Passed.



	REPORT ON IDWR’S BUDGET PERTAINING TO DRILLER’S LICENSING PROGRAM
	Tom Neace reported on IDWR’s budget activities and how they pertain to the Driller’s Licensing Program.  IDWR has been tasked by the Governor’s Office to develop zero-based budgeting.  If the Driller Licensing Program went to the Bureau of Occupational Licensing (BOL), there would be many advantages (including a cost-savings to the state’s General Fund).  The Code would have to be changed to designate a board (a drilling community board) under the BOL.  An emergency board meeting would have to take place and the Licensing Rules changed via Temporary Rulemaking.  This potential change would eliminate IDWR personnel salaries, benefits, etc. in the amount of approximated $70,000 from the General Fund.  A new MOU for the CEC would have to be drafted and signed between IGWA and the BOL.  These potential changes would not take place until July, 2010.  Emergency Legislation would be put into place by the BOL during the 2010 Session.  Roger Batt will invite Tana Corey with the BOL and Tom Neace to the next IGWA Board of Directors Meeting (in September) to further discuss this issue.
