	EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
	Roger Batt gave an Executive Director’s Report on the following:

· 2010 Summer Retreat – The Summer Retreat would be held August 10-12, 2010 at Cactus Pete’s in Jackpot, Nevada. 

· Idaho Ground Water Education Program – A three-page strategic plan to develop an Idaho Ground Water Education Program that would enhance the broader understanding of the Ground Water Industry and allow for legislative and programmatic possibilities to take place in Idaho.  Media outreach and a pilot education program would be useful tools that would allow this program to succeed.

	POWERPOINT PRESENTATION TO BE DEVELOPED
	The board directed Batt to compose a PowerPoint presentation for drillers to take to Idaho schools about the Idaho Ground Water Industry.  The PowerPoint presentation would be placed on the IGWA website.  A video about the Ground Water Industry could be added to the IGWA website (e.g. U-Tube).  $1,500 had already been authorized to spend on overhauling the IGWA website (a new reference for Ground Water Awareness).



	WATER AWARENESS PROMOTION
PROMOTION BUDGET
COMMITTEE REPORTS
	Tony Hackett reported that he would be putting on a school the week of April 19th with NGWA participation for Water Awareness Week.  Roger Batt would contact the local media to report on the event and promote the Ground Water Industry.  A camera crew would also attend to obtain footage and interviews from IGWA members to place on the website and for use as a future PSA.  Footage would be sent to other parts of the state for viewing.  Tom Richardson moved that the IGWA not exceed spending $1,000 on this footage to be utilized in statewide media and educational efforts.  News stories would also be published onto the IGWA website.

	CEC
	Tom Richardson announced he would like to see CEC funds continue to fund Education and not just the Committee.  Changing the Well Driller Licensing Program would be acceptable from a CEC standpoint.  The next CEC meeting will likely be held in the late spring (April or May).  The MOU between IGWA and IDWR needs to be amended.  The CEC Guidelines need to be changed to add the allowance of one credit for each attendee of the Idaho Annual Convention (previously removed in Revision 7 by IDWR).
Roger Buchanan recommended placing new CEC Guideline Revisions and other information on the IGWA website under CEC.  All future scored agendas placed to the IGWA website will be coded under administrative costs for the CEC.



	Ethics
	Henry Baker stated that the IGWA should contact Dan Steenson (Ringert Law) to see what Procedural things could be done for the association.


	Legislative
	Roger Batt announced that the Idaho State Legislature would likely Sine Die (adjourn) on March 26.  IGWA should anticipate conducting Negotiated Rulemaking with the IDWR following the Legislative Session regarding Well Driller Licensing and UIC Rules.


	Membership/Nominating
	Henry Baker commented that the education program, newsletter, the way the association is handling membership and association fees all have a bearing on membership numbers and could possibly increase them.


	BOARD TO REVIEW IGWA MAILING LIST
	Roger Batt distributed a current listing of the IGWA mailing list for the board to review and make edits to.  Members of the board would fax or e-mail these edits so the mailing listing could be updated.



	SUMMER RETREAT RECOMMENDATIONS
	The board discussed the 2010 IGWA Summer Retreat agenda and recommended the following for Roger Batt to contact for presentations and CEU’s:

	COMPANY APPROVED TO UPDATE IGWA WEBSITE
	Roger Buchanan presented two proposals submitted by Web Impakt and EA Design and Services for overhauling the IGWA website.  Web Impakt’s proposal totaled $2,000 and included website design, implementation, modifiable content, IGWA member login, worry-free maintenance and website hosting.  The EA Design & Services proposal totaled $950 and included photos, flash animation, blog opportunities and a design background.  $1,500 has already been approved by the IGWA Board to spend on the website.  Tom Richardson moved that the IGWA accept Web Impakt’s proposal for the amount of $2,000 as presented.  Seconded.  Passed.
