	CEC CONTRACT RECOMMENDATIONS
	Roger Batt reported that the IGWA CEC would meet on Friday, April 23rd to discuss IGWA’s CEC contract renewal for 2010-2011.  Tom Richardson recommended removing any restrictions on appropriating the funds for the Continuing Education Program.  The IGWA Board directed the CEC to consider the following for the 2010-2011 CEC contract:

· IGWA should receive more monies for this program than currently being appropriated.

· Funds for administrative costs should be more of a percentage than travel reimbursement expenses.

· IGWA should have full authority on how monies are spent.

· An annual increase should be plugged into the contract.



	POSSIBLE U of I STUDENT WORK
WORK ON 2012 LEGISLATION FOR LOW GEOTHERMAL TEMP
	Roger Batt reported making contact with the University of Idaho about having a student conduct some work on the Low Geothermal Temperature Issue.  
U of I will get back to IGWA soon.  The board decided that it would spend the next 12 months working on this issue to gather scientific data and have legislation drafted for the 2012 Session.  IGWA would work with major players in the opposition in the interim.



	HEAT EXCHANGE LOOP COURSE
	Roger Batt reported there was some interest in having an entity come to Idaho to conduct a Heat Exchange Loop Course.  This forum could be an option for the Winter Convention.  Tom Richardson recommended contacting someone he knows to discuss this course.  



	VIDEO EDUCATION PROGRAM
	Roger Batt reported that the Idaho Ground Water Education Program had begun its first steps through a video news release, 30-second television commercial and clip on the IGWA Website.  More progress will be made as the year progresses.



	WEBSITE UPDATE
	Development of the IGWA’s new website has been going smoothly.  The layout of the website had been approved by the board via e-mail.  Roger Buchanan and Roger Batt would get together with Web Impakt to move forward with more changes to the website.
