	CALL TO ORDER
PRESENT
	Chairman Tom Richardson called a meeting of the Idaho Ground Water Association Continuing Education Committee to order at 10:13 a.m.  Those in attendance included Tom Richardson, Gary Duspiva, Roger Buchanan (IGWA President), Guy Weech, Tom Neace, David Baker, Alan Lloyd and Roger Batt.



	8/21/09 MINUTES APPROVED
	The minutes from August 21, 2009 had been mailed to the committee.  Gary Duspiva moved to approve the minutes from August 21, 2009 as printed and mailed.  Seconded.  Passed.



	CEC CONTRACT WITH IDWR REGARDING FUNDING
	Tom Richardson announced that the CEC contract between IDWR and the IGWA would be up for renewal on June 30th.  The IGWA Board of Directors recommended last night, Thursday, April 22, that we should all take a step back regarding the CEC program, the funding for the program and where we need to be for the future. 



	PROGRAM NEEDS
	Tom Richardson asked Tom Neace what his opinion was of where the program should be regarding funding and directional needs.  Tom Neace announced that he was willing to hear what the committee wished to do and how to administer the funding for the program.  The CEC agreed that the program had reached a plateau.  



	HANDS-ON DEMONSTRATIONS RECOMMENDED
	Field and hands-on demonstrations need to be done.  Better speakers need to be brought in to pique the interest of participants.  Most participants are visual and hands-on people and not “academic.”  Video and pictures are needed to be part of a presentation at conventions, workshops and symposiums.



	CEC/IDWR CONTRACT SUGGESTIONS
	The following suggestions were made by members of the CEC for the next contract with IDWR:

· An increase in the amount of money for administration of the program.

· Reduce the percentage of travel expenses and meal reimbursement (keep to a minimal amount – maybe even limit to two meetings/year if needed).

· Allow IGWA to spend the monies on speakers, travel and related items to get quality presenters to forums for education.  These speakers could be video-taped and the same presentations given to other areas of the state for workshops and other symposiums.

· More hands-on courses need to be done and paid for by funds that come from IDWR to administer the program.



	
	Roger Batt recommended amending Section 5 under COMPENSATION AND INVOICES of the CEC contract to reflect the aforementioned suggestions.



	FUNDS TO BE UTILIZED FOR EDUCATIONAL BENEFITS
ALLOWABLE EXPENSES
	Gary Duspiva moved that the CEC allow having CEC contracted funds be utilized for educational benefits as part of the administrative expense category and have IGWA cost-share said expenses for conventions, workshops and IGWA symposiums.  The motion was seconded by David Baker.  Passed.

Alan Lloyd moved to request allowable expenditures for the amount of $5,500 for administrative expenses and $3,000 for travel expenditures based on the 2010-2011 CEC contract with IDWR.  Seconded.  Passed.


	
	The CEC would recommend the aforementioned to the IGWA Board and IGWA would recommend the aforementioned to IDWR during the May 11th meeting with Director Gary Spackman.



	DETERMINE LEGAL EXPENSES
	Tom Neace would check with the Attorney General’s office to see how funds could be legally spent on travel and administrative expenditures for the CEC program.



	CEC GUIDELINES REVISIONS
	The CEC discussed the following regarding the CEC Guidelines (Revision 9):

· No recommendations for changing the current version of the CEC Guidelines were made.

· The committee is still not favorable with post-scoring events with the exception of Group VI.

· Negotiations for going from 16 to 14 credits should be made.  Two (2) Rules and Regulations Credits would be mandated for every two years instead of one credit for every two years.



	POSSIBLE CHANGES TO DRILLER LICENSING RULES
	The IGWA Board of Directors has discussed some possible changes to the Driller Licensing Rules.  The CEC discussed changing the following with regard to the Driller Licensing Rules:

· Change the total amount of credit hours from 16 to 14 for every two years.  To mandate two hours of Rules and Regulations for every two years.

· To change Operator I & II designations to a “Trainee” or a “Driller.”  The driller should ultimately be held responsible (instead of the firm) to place full liability on the driller instead of the firm.  Utah and Washington currently hold these rules in place.

· Place a requirement in the rules to have them expire in a five-year period to allow IGWA and IDWR time to meet and discuss potential changes before the expiration.

	SCORING PROCEDURES DISCUSSION
	The CEC discussed the following Scoring Procedures for future Courses:

· Participation with scoring courses by members of the committee has not been as good as it could be.

· Roger Batt will call Guy Weech to let him know about all future e-mails to score courses.



	INSURANCE PROTECTION
	Gary Duspiva reported that the Pacific Northwest Ground Water Association had some difficulties regarding insurance protection.  NGWA was supposed to assist and cover the PNW Organization with a blanket insurance policy to cover field demonstrations.  Duspiva would work with the PNW Board to obtain an insurance policy to cover everyone. 



	CEC COMMITTEE TERMS
EXTENDED TERMS ACCEPTED

CEC CHAIRMAN RETAINED
	Under Old Business, Roger Batt admitted to a mistake being made with regard to CEC Committee terms being given for three-year terms instead of two-year terms.  Batt asked the committee if this mistake was acceptable to the committee and asked if the committee members would serve out the terms according to the three-year term and then go back to a two-year term for the next cycle.  Gary Duspiva moved to have the CEC accept the extended terms as mistakenly presented on the CEC Roster.  Seconded.  Passed.  A two-year Term would be continued thereafter.  Gary Duspiva moved that the CEC retain Tom Richardson as the CEC Chairman for another year.  Seconded.  Passed.  Alan Lloyd announced that he would prefer not to serve another term on the CEC.   Roger Buchanan and Alan Lloyd volunteered to find someone to replace Alan Lloyd on the CEC for 2011.



	IDWR / IGWA M.O.U.
	Tom Richardson reported that the last MOU between IDWR and the IGWA for the CEC contract was signed in December 2000.  Richardson read the Terms and Agreements of the 2000 MOU to the CEC.  A more current MOU should be constructed and signed between both parties.  Roger Batt would draft an MOU and send it to the CEC for review and consideration.  The completed and approved draft by the CEC would then be presented to the IGWA Board of Directors for consideration of amending.
